THE MAILBOX TO ENSURE ITS CORRECT PLACEMENT AND HEIGHT AT THE STREET.
GENERALLY, MAILBOXES ARE INSTALLED AT A HEIGHT OF 41-45 in. FROM THE ROAD
SURFACE TO INSIDE FLOOR OF THE MAILBOX OR POINT OF MAIL ENTRY (LOCKED
DESIGNS) AND ARE SET BACK 6-8 in. FROM FRONT FACE OF CURB OR ROAD EDGE TO
THE MAILBOX DOOR.

THIS IS A LIMITED SERVICE MAILBOX (WITHOUT FLAG) AND IT IS ONLY INTENDED FOR
CUSTOMERS WHO DO NOT WANT POSTAL CARRIERS TO PICK-UP THEIR OUT-GOING MAIL.

UNLESS POSTAL CARRIERS HAVE MAIL TO DELIVER THEY WILL NOT STOP AT LIMITED
SERVICE MAILBOXES.

Mounting a BOBI mailbox to a wall or fence

Drill out the 4 preformed holes which are in the back of
the mailbox using a ¥2” or 6 mm drillbit.

Attention! Holes should be drilled with a low speed
drill ( maximum 500 rpm ) and on stainless steel
mailboxes it is recommended to use a drillbit made
from hardened steel.

Fix the mailbox from inside using the 4 screws provided.

Mounting a BOBI mailbox through a fence

Drill out the 4 preformed holes which are on the side of
the mailbox using a ¥2” or 6 mm drillbit.

Attention! Holes should be drilled with a low speed
drill ( maximum 500 rpm ) and on stainless steel

| mailboxes it is recommended to use a drillbit made

Fix the mailbox from inside using the 4 screws provided.
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1. Drill out the 4 preformed holes which are on the side of the mailbox using a 4" or 6mm drillbit.
Attention! Holes should be drilled with a low speed drill (maximum 500 rpm) and on stainless
steel mailboxes it is recommended to use a drillbit made from hardened steel.

2. Fasten the mailbox to the stand using the fittings provided.

3. Dig a hole ca. 17" x 17" x 17”. Place the mailbox and stand in the ground, check the level and fill
the hole with coarse gravel or concrete. We recommend using a quick set concrete for a secure

and solid installation.
